Critical Thinking—By Mrs. Coleman 
      Over Veterans Day weekend, I was fortunate to attend 
a workshop in Tucson, hosted by the Pima Superintendent 
of Schools.  The topic of the day was òIncreasing Critical 
Thinking in Children Using STEAMó.  STEAM stands for 
Science, Technology, Engineering, Art/Ag, and Math.  The 
workshop was filled with K-8 educators willing to take risks, 
create, and ask questions while expanding their knowledge 
to help their students.   
       My key òtake-awayó concept was to encourage parents 
and educators to stop doing everything for the children.  In 
order for our children to truly be confident in critical 
thinking, we must take away the need to hover and allow our 
children to make mistakes.  The children need to learn that 
it is acceptable to think differently than their classmates, 
siblings, and adults.  There are many ways to solve most 
problems.  It is also acceptable to feel uncomfortable while 
solving problems.  This will encourage our children to work 
with their peers to solve problems cooperatively, think with 
flexibility, and increase their persistence.  If everything 
comes easy to a learner, they never learn how to struggle 
and solve the problem as they get older.  If we, as adults, 
are always rescuing our children, they will not learn to be 
critical thinkers and problem solvers.   
        We need to encourage the children to expand their 
pathways in order to find solutions and always ask ques-
tions.  Einstein had a òRule of Fiveó: Always ask five Why 
questions when trying to find the answer.  This allows us to 
dig deeper allowing the brain to expand and understand the 
answers with more clarity.   
       The workshop opened my eyes to this concept and I 
feel it important to share this with our Elgin family.
